Prior generations of adoptees typically joined their families as
infants. However in recent years, over ninety percent of the
children placed for adoption are adopted from our foster care
system, or are adopted internationally. These children may
bring with them additional deep layers of wounds from prior
neglect and abuse.

Adoption touches so many lives…
It is estimated that over 1.6 million children under the age of
eighteen are adopted. Building a family through adoption
impacts the lives of not just the adoptees themselves, but also
their parents, grandparents, siblings, and other extended
family members and friends.
